Treasury Fixed Income Securities with laddered maturities of 
0-18 months, 0-3, 0-5, and 0-10 years.

HOW THE U.S. GOVERNMENT BOND LADDER WORKS

U.S. Government Bond Ladder is a portfolio of bonds that mature at regular intervals, typically in annual increments. As a bond 
matures, the principal is reinvested in the longest maturity at the end of the ladder – as shown in the chart below, which uses 
PIMCO 1-10 Year U.S Government Bond Ladder as an example.
