PIMCO — Taxable and Tax Aware Fixed Income Portfolios December 31, 2025

This trade commentary communicates changes made in the PIMCO Fixed Income Model Portfolios that are available
in the Merrill Lynch Investment Advisory Program (IAP). The views expressed here are those of PIMCO only and are subject to change.

PIMCO OVERVIEW OF PORTFOLIO CHANGES

Trade Rationale:

PIMCO Taxable Fixed Income Models Positioning:

= |n the Capital Preservation Model, we increased allocations to the PIMCO Mortgage Opportunities and Investment Manager:
Bond Fund and reduced allocations to the PIMCO Low Duration Income Fund as securitized spreads PIMCO
improved their relative attractiveness compared to other spread sectors.

= |nthe Enhanced Core Model, we increased allocations to the PIMCO International Bond Fund USD-H as
international developed market duration became more attractive as non-U.S. rates generally rose.

= Inthe Enhanced Core Model, we reduced allocations to the PIMCO Total Return Fund and the PIMCO Investment Program:
Investment Grade Credit Bond Fund as we diversify our U.S. duration given improved relative rates across Merrill Lynch Investment
other regions. Advisory Program

= |nthe Income Focus Model, we increased allocations to the PIMCO Mortgage Opportunities and Bond
Fund and reduced allocations to the PIMCO Investment Grade Credit Bond Fund as securitized credit
improved its relative attractiveness compared to corporate credit.

= |nthe Income Focus Model, we increased allocations to the PIMCO Emerging Markets Local Currency and
Bond Fund and reduced allocations to the PIMCO Emerging Markets Bond Fund. We seek to modestly shift
from EM external debt into EM local debt as EM external spreads tightened. Additionally, EM local rates
are elevated relative to USD rates and EM local debt may benefit from potential USD depreciation.

PIMCO Tax-Aware Fixed Income Models Positioning:
= In the Capital Preservation Model, we maintained allocations this quarter.

= |nthe Enhanced Core Model, we added to overall municipal exposure through increased allocations to the
PIMCO National Intermediate Municipal Bond Fund and the PIMCO Municipal Bond Fund given attractive
all-in yields of municipal bonds compared to taxable credit. We use intermediate munis to balance the
duration increase when shifting into municipal bonds.

= In the Enhanced Core Model, we reduced allocations to the PIMCO Income Fund and the PIMCO Mortgage
Opportunities and Bond Fund as taxable spreads tightened and they are the only taxable strategies
currently in the model from which to source municipal allocations.

= Inthe Income Focus Model, we increased allocations to the PIMCO National Intermediate Municipal Bond
Fund and reduced allocations to the PIMCO Income Fund given attractive all-in yields of municipal bonds
compared to taxable credit. We use intermediate munis to balance the duration increase when shifting
into municipal bonds.
